I. 
Call to order:  Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Venturi at 7:01pm
II. Roll call:  In Attendance, Supervisor Venturi, Trustee Beadle, Trustee Berker
           Trustee Stout,Trustee McCollum, Deputy Clerk Simi and Highway Commissioner Jim Jorgensen.
III. Pledge of Allegiance:  Led by Supervisor Venturi
IV. Approval of Minutes:  Motion to approve the minutes of the regular board meeting of August 8, 2016 by Trustee Stout, seconded by Trustee Berker. Roll Call, all ayes, motion passes.
V. Old Business
a. Peacock Camp:  They did final training for the high ropes course as facilitators on Sunday September 11th supposed to be 5 hours of training that turned into 8.  Supervisor Venturi described the high ropes course and stated zip line was quite an adventure.  He explained the course and how the high ropes work and how to belay. Supervisor Venturi showed a video and some pictures.  Supervisor Venturi, Jen Fielder and Austin Blank have been trained.  Rescue squad and police will be invited to learn rescue techniques.
b. Dering
 Trail connection update:  Trail is done except for the IDOT part on Fairfield rd.  We got a $250,000 grant and our engineers estimate was $310,000, IDOT disagreed and estimated $495,000 and the proposal was $410,000, however it’s  ended up back at the original $300,000, they pay the first $250,000 and we pay everything after that plus the engineering cost.  The trail looks really nice especially the connection between the forest preserve property.
VI. New Business
a. Health insurance renewal:  Originally Russel Warye said it would be about 4% or 5% and now he is saying about 9%.  Supervisor Venturi went back and looked and we had a huge bump about 5 years ago, our annual went from about $200,000 to $250,000 and the past 3 we’ve been pretty stable.  Total bill now for the Highway and the Township $275,000 for health INS.  We can look at options of weather we change the coverage or different employee copays.  Trustee McCollum went over what the Village has done with their health insurance.   We had one employee with the health savings account that had $1000.00 left that he didn’t use it so they amended the plan so that he had extra time, but he still didn’t use it.  Supervisor Venturi initially thought they could issue him a check but we cannot refund him legally.
VII. Approve Payment of Bills
a. Approve payment of current Town and Road district bills and amended bills by Trustee McCollum, seconded by Trustee Beadle. Roll call, all ayes, motion passes.
b. Approve payroll payments from last meeting:  Motion to approve the payroll payments from last meeting by Trustee Beadle, seconded by Trustee Berker.  Roll call, all ayes, motion passes.

IX.  Trustee McCollum stated that the Village of Lake Villa had a meeting with Timberwolves Football and they are using Lafrado park for Football and Lacrosse.  There are stipulations that in inclement weather they cannot use the field

X.   Supervisor Venturi talked about the situation with Lacrosse and Timberwolves. Tim Ryan started the Lacrosse program but it was part of Timberwolves organization. Tim Ryan was splitting off and Lacrosse and was to be a separate program, he would take all the related assets with him.   Then last Thursday night they changed they voted Tim Ryan off the board and took all the assets away from him.   Dan has spoken with both sides and Timberwolves will go forward with the Lacrosse program, but if Tim Ryan comes in with a new organization there would have to be consideration to which we would give priority to for the fields.
XI.  Trustee Berker asked about electrical aggregation, Supervisor Venturi says the Com Ed rates are lower than we can contract for.  
XII. Assessors Report:  Not present
XIII. Road Commissioners Report:  Plans were brought in early in the year for Academy and a drainage project down Morton that was to run 4 blocks of concrete pipe from a 30 inch down to a 15inch pipe.  Highway Commissioner Jim Jorgensen asked for one more block and they wanted $87,000, so we are doing it in plastic instead and everything is going well.  Supervisor Venturi stated that he has been watching the Morton project because there was a resident complaining. He stated that the Highway Commissioner Jim Jorgensen is doing a really nice job.  Instead of just having culverts and a ditch line there is actually a pipe that’s 3 1/2 to 4 feet down and then in between each driveway there is a manhole. We had a big rain and the project worked and drained properly.   Trustee McCollum also thanked Jim for meeting with JAWA and giving them clearance to close the roads he needed to bring Lake Michigan water into the Village.  
XIV. Supervisors Report

a. Cold storage building has final occupancy and came in under budget at $90,000,  we  budgeted $150,000.  The building is 2400 square feet. 
Supervisor Venturi received a request to do bubble soccer birthday party at our park, they would need to get a certificate of insurance.  The party would be October 23rd.   

The senior lunch is Thursday October 27th, the entertainment will be Joe Diamond.  The cost for the entertainment will be $450.00.  We have been doing a game show for the seniors for the last couple of years and thought it was time for a change.
